Class Rules
	1. Try to come to every class. If you cannot, check the class website to see what you missed and to get the homework assignment. 
2. Be on time. If you have to come late or leave early on a regular basis, tell the teacher. If you come late, come in quietly. 
3. When the teacher is talking, listen. If you have a question, ask the teacher first. If you are still confused, ask a classmate.

Two, your English level is high enough, that you should be learning words in English and not translating back to your native language. 
5. Put your cellphone on vibrate! If you need to answer a call, leave the room and talk in the hallway. 
6. There will be homework every class. The homework will help you learn faster and will let the teacher see what specific problems you are having in English. If you do not do the homework, that’s ok. The choice is yours. Just do not copy another student’s homework and then turn it in.
