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1. awkward – (adjective) making you feel embarrassed so that you are not sure what to do or say 
2. defy – (verb) to refuse to obey a law or rule, or refuse to do what someone in authority tells you to do
3. brief – (adjective) continuing for a short time 
4. burdensome – (adjective) causing problems or additional work
5. disaster – (adjective) a sudden event such as a flood, storm, or accident which causes a lot of damage 
6. disguise – (noun) clothes used to change someone’s appearance so that people cannot recognize them
7. mask – (noun) something that covers all or part of your face, to protect or to hide it
8. trance – (noun) when you act as if you were asleep but are able to understand what is said to you
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1. tolerate – (verb) to be able to accept something unpleasant or difficult, even though you do not like it
2. scold– (verb) to angrily criticize someone, especially a child, about something they have done
3. mutter – (verb) to speak in a low voice, especially because you are annoyed about something, or you do not want people to hear you
4. declare– (verb) to state officially and publicly that a particular situation exists or that something is true
5. tender – (adjective) gentle and careful in a way that shows love
6. lace – (verb) to weave or twist several things together
7. shiver – (verb) to shake slightly because you are cold or frightened
8. stroke – (verb) to gently move your hand over something
9. bold – (adjective) not afraid of taking risks and making difficult decisions
